WELCOME TO THE 2017-2018 SCHOOL YEAR/

As the Interim Superintendent of Saddle Brook Schools, I welcome you to the start of the 2017-2018
school year. It is an honor for me to continue in this leadership role in the Saddle Brook School District
and I look forward to working with our community in bringing about additional programs for student
growth and performance. I welcome your input and concerns and can assure you that I will make myself
available to you to listen and address those areas of concerns or to consider any suggestions that you
would like to share.

New appointments for the
district will include 8 teachers at various levels and subject areas and schools. We extend a warm
welcome to our new staff members who will be joining us this year and we welcome our new Principal of
Helen 1.

Our custodians and maintenance workers have worked extremely hard in making the necessary repairs in
each school and in cleaning and upgrading classrooms and school grounds. Ongoing improvements have
taken place in each school including new classroom upgrades to security cameras and additional wireless
support. Additional work will continue throughout the school year to enhance the overall learning
environment whenever necessary.
